On the endurance test rig, two or four cardan shafts can be tested simultaneously in a closed 
load circuit with multi-block programs. Parameters such as speed, torque, jounce, joint angle 
and temperature are measured or controlled. Safety-related values are recorded during the test 
so that the test rig is automatically stopped in the event of a fault. 
The test stand can optionally be equipped with a box for environmental simulation. In this 
chamber, the specimens are optionally exposed to water, salt water, sand or similar to simulate 
natural environmental influences.
